Health Report: When Minutes Matter 

ð Bloat & Torsion 

What is it? Gastric Dilatation (bloat) is where the stomach 
fills with gas, fluid or both causing the stomach to swell.  It 
may swell to many times its normal size. Volvulos (torsion) 
is where the stomach twists around on itself. You can get 
bloat without torsion. 
 
Bloat puts pressure on organs in the body and on the main 
veins supplying blood back to the heart, impairing the 
circulation.  It is terribly painful and due to the pressure 
on the diaphragm the dog has trouble breathing. 
 
Torsion twists the tubes that enter and exit the stomach 
so nothing can get out which increases the dilatation. All 
of this damages the stomach and can cause the stomach 
to die which causes complications later.   
 
Minutes matter in the case of GDV. A dog can die within 
20 minutes of the onset of the symptoms.  
 
What are the signs? Any, but not necessarily all, of the 

following: 
 
ω Abdominal distension (swelling) 
ω Appearing to be generally weak 
ω Arched back 
ω Dry retching 
ω Excessive drinking 
ω Excessive salivation 
ω Laboured breathing 
ω Lethargic 
ω Licking the air 
ω Looking at its own stomach 
ω Mucous membranes change colour (pale ς shock, red ς 

toxic shock, blue ς circulatory failure) 
ω Panting 
ω Refusing to lie down 
ω Restlessness 
ω Seeking a hiding place 
ω Stilted gait 
ω Vomiting 
 
If you suspect your dog may have GDV, get them to the 
vet INSTANTLY ς do not wait ς MINUTES MATTER.  
 
What will the vet do? 
After examination, the dog may need x-rays as 
confirmation of GD or GDV. The vet may place a tube

water and food from the stomach thus relieving the 
Gastric Dilatation. They may also operate to open the 
stomach and remove the contents.  If this is done the vet 
will usually stitch the stomach into place by attaching the 
stomach to the abdominal wall thus preventing torsion in 
future.  The dog may still bloat (GD) but it minimises the 
risk of torsion (Volvulos).  

The main causes of death after surgery seem to be heart 
arrhythmias, circulatory collapse, recurrent distension, 
and death of the stomach tissues. 
 
What causes it?  These four factors are associated with an 
increased risk of bloat in large breed dogs: 
 

1. Raising the food dish more than doubled the risk 
for bloat. 

2. Speed of eating -Dogs rated by their owners as 
very fast eaters had a 38% increased risk of bloat. 

3. Age: The study found that risk increased by 20% 
with each year of age. Owners should be more 
alert to early signs of bloat as their dogs grow 
older. 

4. Family History: Having a first-degree relative 
(parent, sibling or offspring) that had bloated 
increased a dog's risk by 63%. 

 
The following measures have been thought to reduce the 
risk of bloat but were found to have no effect: 
 

¶ Restricting exercise before or after eating 

¶ Restricting water intake before and/or after meals 

¶ Feeding two or more meals per day 

¶ Moistening dry kibble before feeding 
 

These factors may help but remain unproven: 
 

¶ tǊƻǾƛŘƛƴƎ ΨƎƻƻŘ ōŀŎǘŜǊƛŀΩ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ŘƻƎǎ ǎǘƻƳŀŎƘ ς e.g. 
Yoghurt with acidophilus. 

¶ Not making sudden changes to diet.
